MACRO SHOT 
Bob Coyle 

 Bob Coyle got interested in photography while reading about film process-
ing in an encyclopedia. He went to the Salem camera shop a week later and bought 
the necessary chemicals and went home and processed a roll of his dad’s B&W film 
in a small room in the basement. He said, “The negatives came out just fine, which 
is good because my dad would have killed me otherwise!” He said Dad was a bit 
surprised. Ever since, Bob has been interested in photography and has processed 
B&W prints, color slides, negatives and prints –all self-taught. 

 He started with a plastic Brownie camera, then in the Navy he bought a 
Zeiss Icon 35mm and a Yashica 645 and shot around the world. He couldn’t afford 
much film because the Navy didn’t pay well, but he had fun and learned a lot.  

 He really got into photography in the mid 70’s and attended OIP for a little 
over a year. Then he transferred to UD and got a degree in photography. He used 
two Nikon F2s with four lenses. He had that equipment for 34 years, then sold it at 
Fairborn Camera to go digital. 

 He went with a Nikon CoolPix 5000, then the D70. A little over a year 
ago, he got his Nikon D200. He has a full studio set of lights, Opus Pro K250 and 
Alien Bee B-800 and a lot of other equipment.  

 Models are his favorite thing to shoot, but he never seems to make money 
at that. He has shot all kinds of stuff, but he leans toward artsy stuff and stuff he 
can make money from. 

 Bob’s photos have been published in the Cleveland Plain Dealer, Christian Sci-
ence Monitor, Washington Post and Dayton Daily News, as well as many UD publica-
tions and other places 

 He belongs to Ohio Valley Camera Club, and when he met Terry Watson 
there, Terry encouraged him to check out Focus. He likes the regular meetings, the 
fact that Focus is a local club, and he likes the outings and people.  

 Bob has worked for 42 years in the police department for the University of 
Dayton.  

 His other hobbies include computer technology, woodworking and having a 
good time.  

 He says he has so much to learn he doesn’t even know where to start, but 
this club has taught him more in the past 5 months than he learned on his own in 
the past 40-some years!
