D. An extra column will be added to the 
small print open and small print theme 
sign in sheets where the entrant can 
check that they are entering “novice”. 

E. We give out a blue ribbon to the highest 
scoring novice prints(s) in each of the 
two categories. 

F. Novice ties are not broken. 

G. Ribbons are worth one (1) point to-
wards novice photographer of the 
year. 

H. Novice points will not count towards 
regular competition standings. 

i. Members may choose to enter competi-
tion as a “novice” photographer. 

J. A novice photographer is someone who 
is new to photography, not necessarily 
just new to the club. 

K. Novice prints will be eligible for regular 
competition awards. 

L. Novice prints will be eligible for regular 
competition awards. 

 M. It is up to the photographer to desig- 

      nate they are a novice on the sign-in 

      sheet BEFORE sign-in deadline. 

Competition Rules Reminder 
Just a reminder of some of the competition rules, both old 

and new. 

 You may enter 3 photos each month, with no more 

than 2 in any one category.  

 Small prints may not exceed 5”x7” in size and must 

be matted or mounted. 

 B&W and Color photos must be at least 8”x10” 

and must be matted or mounted. Maximum dimensions may 

not exceed 22”high by 28” wide so they fit in the light box. 

 Projected images must be JPEG and up to 1024 pix-

els on the longest side. They must be submitted by midnight 

on the Monday before the meeting. You must be present to 

compete. 

 No nude or suggestive materials may be submitted. 

 Photos which place first, second or third may not 

be entered again. 

 First place receives 9 points, second place 7 points, 

third place 5 points, HM 3 points and an entry which does 

not place receives 1 point. These points accumulate 

throughout the year for awards to be presented at the An-

nual Awards Banquet. 

 You must be present to enter your own work and 

also be present to receive your ribbons.

MACRO SHOT 

Jon Carter 
     Jon Carter is a new member of Focus Photo Club. He became interested in 

photography in 1974 when he was getting ready to move back to Fairborn from Ft. Pierce, Florida. He says, “I 

wanted to remember the places that I visited, ran around and hung out. My girlfriend bought me a 110 camera and I 

loaded up on film. It was cheaper to buy the film then and have it processed when I returned home.” 

 Now he shoots with a Nikon D50, a Nikon D80 and a Canon Power Shot SD600 Elph. Before digital, he 

used a Canon AE 1, a Minolta 7000 and a Minolta 5000.  

 Jon says nature and scenery are his favorite things to shoot. He got to ride in the chase boat last year and 

photograph the Wakeboard Surfing Competitions, which he says was a real RUSH! He thinks that photographing 

models isn’t bad work, either. 

 Jon says, “I’ve always seemed to do well with my entries. Even in the early days, I entered a contest at Elder 

Beermans and won a silver dollar. I was young and that seemed like a much bigger prize then.” He joined Tripod 

Camera Club last January and won at least one ribbon every time he entered. (Mostly Honorable Mentions, al-

though he once received a 2nd place and an HM.) He won a 3rd place last year at the Toledo Harbor Lighthouse 

Festival for a photo of Marblehead Lighthouse. He says he waded out into Lake Erie for that shot as he wanted to 

get behind the waves as they headed toward the light house. He says, “In my first competition at Focus Photo Club, 

I received 2 Honorable Mentions. I guess I’m holding my own against my peers.”  

 Bill Woody from Tripod told him about Focus. Jon said he knew years ago that there was another club, but 

didn’t know if it was still active. When asked what he likes best about our club, he said, “The instruction and the 

competitions. It pushes me to do better work. The social atmosphere is very enjoyable and important as well.”  

     One thing Jon has never had a chance to shoot and would love to is Hawaii. He thinks, though, that he would 

need a couple of months to do it justice! 

     Jon retired from General Motors in 2006 after 25 years there. Now he does photography and travels as much as 

he can. He says, “If I have a full tank and an empty SD card, I’m out of here!” 

     His daughter has a lot of his work hanging in her house. “She even BOUGHT them,” he marveled. He says his 

mom doesn’t like to have her picture taken. “She always throws up her hand. When my friends see those pictures, I 

tell them that Mom used to be a traffic cop and throws up her hand out of habit.” 

 I asked Jon what his other hobbies are and he replied, “Shopping. I can out-shop most women I know. Collecting old 

cameras, stamps, records (45s and LPs) and yoyos. My friends say that I’m a packrat. I say, ‘No, just a collector of history.’ I also 

enjoy boating, hiking, camping, fishing, cooking, dining out, remodeling, yard work and traveling.”  

 When asked what else he wanted us to know about his photography, Jon said, “I want people to LOOK at it, hopefully 

ADMIRE it, be MOVED by it, and want to PURCHASE it for their homes.” One of his photos hangs in the study of a music pro-

ducer in Nashville. It’s of his wife, Kip Kurby, who was on the TNN network years ago. Another photo of the Sevierville 

County Courthouse hangs in the City Building in Sevierville, TN. He says, “I presented it to the mayor for the people of Sevier-

ville to enjoy. He thought it was a painting. I told him, “No...I’m just that damn good!”
